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The plan identifies and evaluates specific Carson City Hazard Mitigation strategies to be considered by
Carson City and its agencies and offers a City support document as well as planning support for those
strategies developed by its political subdivisions, agencies, special districts and organizations.

The strategies presented are deemed appropriate and effective by recommendation of the Carson City
Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee

Upon acceptance by the Carson City Board of Supervisors (BOS) the selected strategies will be further
developed for funding and implementation by the lead agencies. The plan describes the potential
sources of Hazard Mitigation Strategy funding, and general procedures to obtain that funding.

The plan is based upon the Carson City Hazard Vulnerability Analysis (HVA) that considers the natural,
technological, and human-caused risks to which the City and its political subdivisions are vulnerable.
The plan describes strategies that the government and private sector organizations may utilize as their
capabilities to mitigate those hazards.

It is understood that the mitigation strategies adopted in this plan are recommendations only, and they
must be approved and funded in order to be implemented as official Hazard Mitigation Strategies. They
must be implemented by Carson City Departments and Agencies and approved by the Carson City
BOS.
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SECTION 2 - Planning Process
Lead Agency and Steering Committee Participation

In January of 2004 Carson City formed a Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee that was established
from members of City Departments and community representatives for the specific purpose of
formulating the Disaster Mitigation Act (DMA) 2000 Disaster Mitigation Plan and Hazard Vulnerability
Analysis.

The Carson City Fire Department Emergency Management Division is the lead agency and chair in
coordinating the efforts of the Carson City DMA 2000 Planning Steering Committee and the Carson
City Fire Department will support the Steering Committee in formulating and supporting the Carson City
Hazard Mitigation Strategy Identification and Plan promulgation and maintenance.

History of Hazard Mitigation Projects in the Carson City

1. #004 Carson Water Sub Conservancy District - Federal Share $ 76,538

2. Wildfire Mitigation Projects: 1999: ”Only Ewes Can Prevent Wildfire”… using high intensity-
short duration grazing strategies, 350 ewes were brought in to graze a 1.5 mile, 350 feet wide
fuel break along Carson city’s southwest Wildland-Urban Interface(WUI).

3. 2001: Westside Fuel Breaks: Carson City Fire Department using National Fire Plan Grants
has created a network of WUI fuel breaks along Carson City neighborhoods. These fuel
breaks were instrumental in saving numerous homes during the recent Waterfall Fire.

4. Clear Creek: The Clear Creek community has created a Fire Safety Council, has a wildfire
threat reduction plan, and is aggressively implemented the plans recommendations including
fuels work on individual properties and community wide fuel breaks.

5. 2002: Eastside Fuel Breaks: Bureau of Land Management (BLM) created a Fuel Break along
the WUI near Edmonds Drive.

Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee Strategy By-Laws

1. Members from the Steering Committee agreed to meet on a monthly basis to identify hazard
priorities and review, identify and implement Carson City hazard mitigation strategy
recommendations.

2. The Carson City Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee agreed to make and pass policy
recommendations by a vote of a simple majority of those members present at the monthly
meeting.

3. Any single Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee member may petition the Carson City
Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee as a whole to request an adoption of/or amendment to
the plan or process. No action will be taken until the next subsequent meeting of the Steering
Committee.

4. The Carson City Hazard Mitigation Steering Committee was organized in January of 2004 as
reflected by the minutes of the meeting, and agreed to meet on a monthly basis to identify
hazard vulnerability and additional hazard mitigation strategy recommendations.

5. The Committee will form sub-committees to review and to develop those hazard mitigation
strategy recommendations identified and to be reviewed by the Committee the Steering
committee as a whole.
